The ceremony took place in a solemn atmosphere, with President Makoto
Kosaka handing over the degree certificates to top students from each faculty.
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In his ceremonial address, President Makoto Kosaka congratulated and

paid tribute to the graduates who have spent their student lives under the
severe restrictions of the COVID-19. Referring to trends in contemporary
society, he pointed out that we are facing a major crisis in an age of high
uncertainty and difficulty in predicting the future, and said: “We must not
leave the future to chance. We cannot allow the modern world to expropriate
the wealth and wealth of the future. I hope that your flexible sensibility and
clear eyes, which can share the pain of others and reach out to them, you
will break down the walls that surround us and pave the way for the global
diversity and borderless society of the future”. He concluded: “As young
people responsible for the future of our richly diverse planet, I hope you will
believe in your own strength and take a new step forward. Your experience
of never being discouraged in the difficult times of the COVID-19 disaster
will continue to be a source of inspiration for you in the future. When people
of the world cherish each other, the world is embraced by love. When we
pray for others, their names become our names. I believe that you will grow
like a flexible tree with roots and spreading branched and leaves, and that

you will weave a beautiful life story.”
